Colorful koi and tropical fish feeding — The diversity of fish in the saltwater ponds
surrounding Mauna Lani are entrancing, from brightly-colored koi to resident balloon fish,
rays and sharks. The hotel's loko i‘a managers, or keepers of the ponds, oversee fish
feeding tours for guests of all ages.

Learn the “hukilau” — Hula and ukulele lessons are given at Mauna Lani’s new Cultural
Center and it's a great way for kids and parents to learn the music and dance of Hawaii.

“Wipe Out” on Hawaii’s only keiki golf course — Mauna Lani’s nine-hole Keiki Course is
specifically designed for junior golfers and beginning players 18 years and under. The par-
33 layout is no pushover either - Hole #3, aptly named “Wipe Out” for its challenging
green, is compared on the course scorecard to the “toughest wave you'll ever ride.”

Nurture a honu — Since 1989, Mauna Lani has raised juvenile honu (green sea turtles) in
their saltwater ponds while educating guests and the local community about this
threatened species. The baby honu are cared for at Mauna Lani until they grow to a size
and weight deemed appropriate for release into the wild. Every 4" of July the resort
celebrates “Turtle Independence Day” with a honu release at the ocean’s edge.

Camp Mauna Lani — Kids can spend the day exploring caves and tide pools, learning the
Hawaiian language and participating in arts and crafts or join in fun outdoor games and
activities. Camp Mauna Lani offers daily adventures for kid-guests 5-12 years old.

Celebrate the Hawaiian culture — Mauna Lani celebrates the Hawaiian way of life with
cultural activities for kids of all ages. Gather fragrant Plumeria for flower leis, weave
coconut fronds, decipher petroglyphs in nearby archaeological preserves, duck into a lava
tube or prehistoric shelter cave or take a peek into the past at the Eva Parker Woods
Cottage Museum.
